The students were very good 

about getting their shots or flu mist. The H1N1 

Flu Clinic will be on Dec 9. It is still not too late

be vaccinated. Last day to turn 

it in is this Friday, Nov. 6.  

Just a reminder, all students 

aged 10 and under who receive 

the H1N1 flu shot or flu mist 

will need to have a second shot 

to be fully vaccinated. This must be done 

through your childõs doctor. Only the first dose 

will be administered at school. There must be a 

minimum of 4 weeks between the first and sec-

ond dose. This means your child 

may receive their second dose 

no earlier than January 6, 2010.
